Proof of immunity by blood test is acceptablein lieu of vaccine history for polio, measles, mumps, rubella, hepatitis B, and varicella (chickenpox).
Physician documented history of chickenpox diseaseis acceptable in lieu of vaccine history. Disease history must specify month and year.
Four (4) doses of DTP/DTaP are required for children lessthan 7 years old. Three (3) doses of tetanus and diphtheria containing vaccines
