The program also provides access to drug treatment. To become a participant of the Needle Exchange Program all you need to do is register at any of our locations. The participant must be an injecting drug user. This program is free and confidential. No identification is required for registration.

· Do not break the points off the syringes.

· Please do not consume alcohol beverages or use any drugs in line or while being serviced.

· Please no loitering or littering around needle exchange sites. 

· Please do not make any money transactions in the line or around the van while waiting to exchange.

· Please do not bundle or unbundle syringes while on the van
· A Wound Care Kit will be provided one time only.
