home.Every 7 minutes a child is bullied.Cyberbullying is the practice of using technology (internet, interactive and digital technologies or mobile phones) to harass, or bully, 
someone else.There are two kinds of cyberbullying, direct attacks (messages sent to your kids directly) and cyberbullying by proxy (using others to help cyberbullying the 
victim either with or without the accomplice’s knowledge).Cyberbullying is most prevalent among 15-16 year olds.42% of kids have been bullied while online.1 in 4 of kids 
that were bullied online have had it happen more than once.35% of kids have been threatened online. Nearly 1 in 5 have had it happen more than once.21% of kids have 
received mean or threatening e-mail or other messages.58% of kids admit someone has said mean or hurtful things to them online.58% have not told their parents or an 
adult about something mean or hurtful that happened to them online.22% of students know someone who has been bullied online.19% of students admit to saying something 
hurtful to others online.90% of middle school students have had their feelings hurt online.75% have visited a web site bashing another student.40% have had their 
password(s) stolen and changed by a bully.
